The County of Northern Lights has again approved 
funding for the Community Capital Assistance   
Program to provide financial assistance to recreation 
and/or cultural groups that require funding to         
construct, renovate or upgrade new/existing capital 
facilities and/or structures.   

Not-For-Profit Projects within the County of Northern 
Lights with a minimum total project cost of $10,000 are encouraged to apply. 
The total funding available is $100,000. Up to 25% of the grant will be availa-
ble for the surrounding communities: Manning, Peace River, and Grimshaw. 
All applications are subject to approval. 

Requests for support must meet at least one of the following criteria: 

General Exposure and Profile: The project enhances the County of North-
ern Lights profile and/or status, and/or increases overall awareness of the 
County of Northern Lights, particularly when the project, event or activity will 
provide media exposure for the County. 

Economic Benefit: The project attracts tourists and visitors to the County 
thereby providing economic benefit to local businesses. 

Promote Civic Pride and Sense of Place: The project will enhance enter-
tainment, recreational, and cultural opportunities for County residents and will 
help create a more varied, vibrant, and interesting local flavor.   

Applications can be submitted between March 1st – April 30th 2018. 

The Community Capital Assistance Program has been in effect since 2010 
and has supported numerous projects in the County and its support        
Communities ranging from playgrounds to hall renovations.  The County sees 
the importance of investing in recreational and cultural infrastructure as it  
supports quality of life for our residents, enhancing the beauty and freedom 
our area has to offer.

Dust Control Program 

Does the gravel road in front of your  
residence, rural subdivision, or business  
require Dust Control? The County has a  
program for that!  

In order to have Calcium Chloride dust  
suppressants applied to your gravel road, you 
must fill out an application. Full payment of the 
services must accompany the application; the 
County will not  invoice for the service. 

The cost of Calcium Chloride is: 

¶ $600 for 200 metres of road 

¶ $540 for 200 metres of road for Seniors (65 
& over)

applications will be accepted. 

The County reserves the right to continue to 
maintain the roads where dust control    
products have been applied. This may      
include regular grading, application of water, 
and reworking the road as necessary.

CANNABIS LEGISLATION REQUIREMENTS 

On April 13, 2017, the Government of Canada intro-

duced Bill C-45 (The Cannabis Act) which, subject to 

parliamentary approval, will legalize, regulate and 

allow retail sales of cannabis in Canada. Based on 

recent approvals and timelines in the Senate, it is 

possible that retail sales will be available in August 

2018.  

What is Cannabis? 

Cannabis describes the various products derived 

from the leaves, flowers and resins of the Cannabis 

sativa and Cannabis indica plants, or hybrids of the 

two. Products exist in multiple forms and are used for 

different purposes. 

The County of Northern Lights is     

currently undertaking a project to     

update the Land Use Bylaw to ensure 

conformity with federal and provincial 

cannabis legislation. We will consider 

what other municipalities are doing, 

and gather feedback from residents about land 

use regulations that are within the County’s 

control and responsibility, such as retail sales 

regulations and production facility regulations.

According to the Approach & Access Road Construction Policy, upon written request by the registered 
landowner, the County may, replace or remove a substandard approach.  

A substandard approach is one that has a faulty culvert, or is considered to be too narrow according to 
County Policy (10-14 metre top) or otherwise extremely difficult to use. Other factors may be            
considered. In order to maintain existing infrastructure and to complete other major projects, the    

County will only complete one approach per landowner per year.

Alberta Emergency Alert (AEA) issues alerts for weather events, natural and man-made hazards, 

Amber Alerts, and other emergencies that could pose an immediate threat to life. This life-saving 

network warns Albertans of an occurring or impending emergency or disaster and tells them what 

action to take to protect themselves and their families.  

Alerting continues to evolve and find new ways to provide alerts to Canadians. Effective April 6th 

2018, the most serious alerts will go directly to wireless devices (compatible smartphones, some 

tablets, and potentially other electronics) in an impacted area.  Wireless Public Alerting (WPA) 

marks a significant change in the way the public will receive alert messages.  This short alert     

message will be the first indication of a serious emergency event and compliments other alert     

distribution methods such as radio/TV and social media.   

As a result, a public awareness and education campaign is starting on March 12th with the revision 

of the www.alertready.ca and www.emergencyalert.alberta.ca websites. Wireless Service  

Providers (for example Rogers, Telus and Bell) and the Weather Network (Pelmorex) will be     

communicating direct-to-consumers, and through social media and radio/TV campaigns that share 

key messages.  For example, consumers will start to receive WPA text messages and mail inserts 

from their service provider starting March 12th.  

The first planned national wireless public alert test is scheduled for                                      

Wednesday May 9th at 1:55 p.m. during Emergency Preparedness Week.
