Libraries serving County residents borrowed 26,373 items from across the province to meet specific patron
requests and lent other libraries 12,546 items to help them meet their patron needs.

367 children participated in the Summer Reading Programs at the libraries, including online and ‘take and
make' kits: Participants: Dixonville (8), Peace River (232), Manning (20) and Grimshaw (107). The libraries
were very active in serving residents in 2020, in-person prior to the pandemic starting, and through curbside

and online services throughout the year.

County residents enjoyed a variety of library programs including Christmas Family Photos by appointment
with Santa digitally added in Dixonville; an after-school program for ages 7-12 from January-March and take
home activity bags in the summer in Manning; Art Gallery Exhibitions, Ready to Read, No Tricks Just Treats,
