Canadians pause in a silent moment of remem-
brance for the men and women who served, and 
continue to serve our Country during times of 
war, conflict and peace. By remembering their 
service and their sacrifice, we recognize the   
tradition of freedom these men and women 
fought to preserve. They believed that their ac-
tions in the present would make a significant 
difference for the future. 

Poppies are worn as a symbol of remembrance, 
a reminder of the blood-red flower that still 
grows on the former battlefields of France and 
Belgium. Women and children in devastated 
areas of France produced poppies for sale to 
support wounded Veterans. The first of these 
poppies were distributed in Canada in November 
of 1921. In Canada, traditionally the poppies 
which we wear were made by disabled Veterans. 

During the time of terrible bloodshed of the sec-
ond Battle of Ypres in the spring of 1915, Lieu-
tenant-Colonel John McCrae, a doctor serving 

with the Royal Canadian Army Medical Corps, 
wrote of these flowers which lived on among the 
graves. The flowers and the larks serve as      
reminders of nature’s ability to withstand the 
destructive elements of war by men, a symbol of 
hope in a period of human despair.  

On November 11th, we pause for two minutes of 
silent tribute.

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At the Keg River Community Cemetery, you will find a 
newly placed Cairn that embodies the history and spirit 
of northern pioneers.

Assisting in the project was Andy Fedorchuk, (who has 
family buried in the cemetery) he kindly built the base 
for the Cairn, Lester Lang welded the frame, Decklin      
Halvorson donated cement, a few in kind donations 
were received and Volunteers helped pour cement. The 
financial contribution for the project was given by the 
Vos family. 

The cemetery was the chosen site for the project as it 
was felt that it would provide maximum exposure for 
public viewing. The monument went up this summer 
and Anne was pleased to see that a number of people 
had already come up to see the Cairn and visit the area.

¶ Council moved to have Manning Municipal Airport apply 
for Registered Aerodrome Status with Transport Canada. 
This status, has been approved by Transport Canada 
since the motion was made. This will not change our ser-
vice level. We will still provide quality support to MedE-
vacs by Alberta Health, Alberta Environment and Sustain-
able Resource Development (AESRD) - Wildfire Opera-
tions and air traffic. It will however, decrease our paper-
work, allowing us to maintain a highly efficient and func-
tional northern airport. 

¶ Council moved to attend the Winter Wonderland Gala 
Dinner and Auction on Saturday, November 22, 2014 at 
the Belle Petroleum Centre and bid on a decorated tree 
to the maximum of $1000.00 and if unable to buy a tree, 
donate the $1000.00 to the Peace River Women’s Shel-
ter. 

¶ Councilors Anderson, Reese and Loogman will be attend-
ing the Mighty Peace Watershed Alliance Open House on 
Thursday, November 6th at the Peace River Library. 

¶ Council moved to provide the Town of Grimshaw with a 
Municipal Services Agreement of $210,000.00 per year 
for operational expenditures and $47,600.00 per year for 
capital expenditures, for a total of $257,600.00 for years 
2015 to 2017. Council has agreements with Peace River, 
Manning and Grimshaw. Each are reviewed regularly. 

¶ Council moved to support the Grimshaw Dr. Attraction 
Committee in a partnership bursary with the Northern 
Alberta Development Council for medical students. Coun-
cil will budget $10,000.00 each year with the condition 
that a service agreement with the student be signed, 
guaranteeing that student to come back and work in the 
Grimshaw area.
